Vintage report

The harvest began on 2 September with sparkling base wine, followed by early
grape varieties. In order to achieve the desired high level of quality, the grapes
had to be carefully and uncompromisingly sorted out, and a staggered harvest
was also very important, especially for the VDP.ERSTE LAGE wines. It was
important to pick the grapes at the right time in terms of sugar levels, acidity
and physiological ripeness. This also meant taking a break from picking from
time to time. In our VDP.GROSSEN LAGE Casteller Schlossberg vineyard, the
grapes were harvested a total of three times. This increases the complexity and
elegance of this long-lived Silvaner
