Vintage report

Vintage 2021 was again a special year for Kloster Eberbach. A cool, wet spring
initially slowed the growth of the vines. With rising temperatures and sufficient
water provided, the vegetation development really accelerated in late spring. The
regular precipitation in summer was important to replenish the water reserves
after the last years of drought. Nevertheless, this also challenged our new
viticulture manager, Max Schaefer and his team to keep the grapes healthy and
in good condition, and their great efforts have paid off! The noble rot that set in
at some locations offered excellent grapes for Spitlese, Auslese, Beerenauslese
and even Trockenbeerenauslese from the Steinberg Wall; the only bad thing was
the quantity was lower than in previous years.
