Vintage report

The 2018 vintage is an outstanding one. The first half of the year was filled with
good rainfall and a warm spring. The vines grew fast and blossoming went by
swiftly. Starting in June they had very little rainfall and it became very warm.
The warm and dry weather ensured that the grapes were perfectly healthy and
showed great aroma when harvest came. The estate had the earliest picking date
in history starting at the end of August with Pinot Noir for Sparkling wine.
Quantities, Acidity, Sugar levels and the taste of the grapes were perfect.
