March was wet but warm and we had early budbreak. In May, some rather cold
and frosty days made for late flowering. The summer was very hot and dry and
there were heavy rains towards the end of July, followed by cool days in
September. Harvest began on September 30 with almost daily rain. A rigorous
selection was necessary, resulting in a 30% lower harvest than last year, but with
high quality grapes and an appealing acidity.
