We needed to adapt the vineyard management, in order
to cope with the new conditions. This has worked perfectly so we were able to
harvest super healthy grapes. The balance of acidity and sugar was outstanding
and the aroma of the grapes exploded, especially towards October, bringing super
balanced wines with a great body.
